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Legislative Update  
 
Hopefully everyone has been writing letters to their elected officials about all of the topics that are being discussed in 
Washington DC right now which will affect our jobs and our businesses.  As Pooh said, “You can't stay in your corner of 
the Forest waiting for others to come to you. You have to go to them sometimes.” 
 
Speaking of going to them, the Department of Labor & Industries will be conducting hearings on their proposed rate in-
creases starting the week of October 26th.  Information has already been mailed to businesses indicating the average in-
crease by rate classification.  You are encouraged to provide written comments on the proposed increase, which L&I 
states will be an overall average of 7%, but for many classifications is much higher.  You can provide your written testi-
mony by emailing Ronald Moore at mooa235@lni.wa.gov.  It must be received by Nov. 7th. 
 
Also, on the state level, don’t forget to vote on November 3rd.  Remember, your vote only counts, if you cast it! 
 
HR Day on the Hill in Olympia will be February 10th.  Put it on your calendar now, if you’re interested in meeting with 
your elected officials.  This is the short session coming up, so the budget will be number one priority to deal with in 
Olympia.  Reservations will be taken starting November 1st.  Even if you don’t plan to go to HR Day on the Hill, now is 
the time to communicate your thoughts and priorities to your state level elected officials.  They are preparing for their 
session in Olympia, and would love to hear your ideas as they get ready to go there to represent you.  Also, remember 
that 2010 is an election year for everyone in the state House, and for some Senators as well, so many of our elected offi-
cials will be particularly interested in pleasing their constituents this year. 
 
Passing a healthcare bill remains the top priority in Washington DC.  As everyone knows from the news, passing a bill 
seems certain before the end of the year.  With Senator Olympia Snowe’s recent commitment to support it, the claim can 
now be made that the bill has bi-partisan support. 
 
On October 6, Congressman George Miller (D-CA) and Senator Tom Harkin (D-IA), the respective chairmen of the 
House and Senate labor committees, introduced the “Protecting Older Workers Against Discrimination Act”.  The legis-
lation would amend the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967 (ADEA) to clarify the standard of proof in such 
cases.  Specifically, the measure would make clear that an ADEA plaintiff should prevail if the employee can prove age 
“was a motivating factor for the (unlawful employment) practice complained of, even if other factors also motivated that 
practice.”  
 
SHRM has a great website that makes it easy for you to write to your elected officials, on both a state and federal level.  
It is http://www2.shrm.org/government/writecongress.asp.  When you are logged in with your SHRM ID number, the 
website will automatically bring up contact info for your federal and state elected officials, making it very easy for you 
to email them on the issues that are on your mind. 
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
